Emission Zones in Germany
You may have seen in MMM and the club magazines that many German cities have introduced Emission Zones. It is necessary to have the correct window sticker to enter these zones.

Initial reports suggested that the sticker would cost €40, but in fact they can apparently be purchased for €4 – but only when you get to Germany.

Thanks to the information supplied in the May MMM I have recently obtained the necessary sticker. The Berlin city website has a very useful booklet, in impeccable English, describing the system and the sticker can be purchased for €6.

It is necessary to fill in personal and vehicle details and attach a copy of the registration document. They accept either a PDF or JPEG file and the only thing to watch is the maximum file size. It may be necessary to do a reduce file size, or scan at a reduced resolution. (I attached the front and main details page of our V5C.)

The only tricky bit is filling in the phone number in a format that the site will accept, as it does not like our typical area code + six digits format. I used the continental convention of pairs of digits and this worked OK.

And- the badge arrived within the week.
